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Abstract
The movable wooden elements found in Islamic
religious buildings are considered one of the
most important elements in the building and are
most affected by the surrounding conditions. The
environment for preserving the archaeological
wood found in Islamic religious buildings, such
as the wooden pulpits, which are used until now,
is one of the important factors affecting the
deterioration of the condition of the artifact.
These environments vary between an internal
museum environment whose conditions are fully
controlled, or an internal environment whose
conditions are not controlled, such as movable
wooden holdings of an internal nature such as
pieces of furniture, wooden decorations, pulpits,
doors, benches for reciters, etc., and an external
environment whose conditions cannot be
completely controlled and in which violence
varies. Weathering factors from one place to
another. Archaeological pulpits in mosques are
exposed to violent mechanical influences and
accidents that they are exposed to, and the lack
of awareness of the value of the antiquity by
citizens and the neglect of periodic maintenance
by those in charge of the antiquities in religious
buildings. The research discusses some of the
forms of damage that affect this type of
antiquities to find a solution to the problem in

the future to preserve our valuable heritage.
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
